Vinylcoated fabricis reqularfabric that has been laminated.
Thisfabricis waterproof and has a texture that makes it extremely resistant to dirt.
However, itis different from regular fabricand is difficutt to sew.
We will explain how to sew vinyl-coated fabrics.
You can use the same types of needle and thread used to sew regular fabrics.
Usea#14 needle (largerthan nomal) and 100% polyester thread.

Since the fabric does not feed welland creates small stitches when the vinyl sideis sewn,
selecta longer stitch setting (3.5 or more) on the sewing machine.

«Use the non-stick foot. (Change the presser foot to the non-stick foot)
«Usessilicone spray. (Spray onto the needle and threads)
